The Development Sufficiency Schools into Learning Centers Based on the
Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy in Education Using Local Culture as a Foundation
of Ban Kong Ko School.
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Abstract

This research aimed to investigate the operational conditions of the Sufficiency
School at Ban Kong Kho School and to develop the Sufficiency School toward becoming
a Learning Center based on the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy in Education using local
culture as the foundation and examine the outcomes of the development toward becoming
a Learning Center based on the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy in Education grounded
in local culture at Ban Kong Kho School. The target group consisted of 159 participants
selected through purposive sampling, including school administrators, teachers, members
of the Basic Education School Board Committee, community leaders, local wisdom scholars,
parents, and students from Grades 1-6. The study employed a two-cycle participatory
action research (PAR) process comprising ten steps. Research instruments included
a checklist survey form, a rating-scale questionnaire, focus group discussion questions,
and workshop discussion guidelines. The statistical methods used for data analysis were
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The research findings revealed that:

1. The overall operational conditions of the Sufficiency School at Ban Kong Kho
School after development were at the highest level (W = 4.76, O = 0.43).

2. The overall development of the Sufficiency School toward becoming a Learning
Center based on the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy in Education using local culture as
the foundation, across three aspects after development, was at the highest level (L = 4.78,
O =0.42).

3. The comparison of the operational conditions of the Sufficiency School before
and after development showed a statistically significant difference at the .05 level
(t = -68.82, p < .001).

4. The comparison of the development toward becoming a Learning Center based
on the Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy in Education using local culture as the foundation
before and after development showed a statistically significant difference at the .05 level

(t =-137.68, p < .001).
